Getting to the Church: 

By car: 

- There is no Church parking, so please use: 
o Disabled: There are 3 disabled parking spaces outside the Church. 
o Car Parks:  

▪ Station Car Park, Zone B. All day parking for £7. End of the station 
car park: Frome Road, Bradford-on-Avon, BA15 1DQ. 130 spaces, 4 
blue badge spaces. 5 min walk to Church 

 
▪ Budbury Place car park, Budbury Close, BA15 1QF. Free parking 

but only 13 spaces. 11 min walk to Church 
 

▪ Barton Farm car park, Pound Lane, BA15 1LF. Only 15 spaces. Up 
to 8 hours £6.60. 8 min walk to Church 

By train: From Bath Spa station, trains are direct and take 11 mins. From Bradford on 
Avon station, it is a 5-minute walk to the Church.  

By bus: The D1 bus from Bath bus station to Bradford on Avon town takes approx. 35 
mins and runs half hourly.  

Need a lift? Please indicate when you register online if you need a lift or have space for 
someone to travel with you. 

Accessibility: 

• The Church is fully accessible. There is a wheelchair available at the back of the 
Church. 

• There are 3 toilets with one with full disabled access).  
• Sound: There is a hearing loop
